ENGAGEMENT WITH MANUFACTURERS OF COCONUT VALUE ADDED PRODUCTS
A key expected result of the Coconut Waste Project (COWAP) is
the manufacturing of selected coconut value-added products. Against
this backdrop, the project team engaged two firms that convert
coconut waste into useful by-products such as fiberboards, coco peat
among others. The purpose of these engagements was to explore
possible partnerships and gather information on some coconut value-
added products which was not initially captured by the project
baseline study. In view of this, the project team engaged with Eco
Fibre and Fibrewealth. They shared insights on the market

opportunities for the target coconut value added products including

fiber boards and cocopeats. i i
